CDOT Property Management has selected the Design/Bid/Build contracting method for the construction of a 12 secondary containment units for mag chloride, whose estimated cost is $1,070,000, for the following reasons:

[bookmark: _GoBack]The Design/Bid/Build method allows for a streamlined advertisement time period will allow CDOT to be ready to contract this project within 27 days of the advertisement, which is critical because there is an urgent need to get this project under construction because there is a short construction season in many of the areas where these concrete containments are to be built.  Other contracting methods would delay the construction schedule and add costs to this process, which would adversely affect the ability to get the project underway.  The Design/Bid/Build contract is an efficient method and one used routinely in the past for CDOT’s vertical building construction projects.
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
