Project: NPS Off System Bridge Inspections-Statewide 
Public Notice for Professional Consultants 

  

DESCRIPTION: The services to be provided by the Consultant will consist of all work necessary to 

accomplish the assigned tasks in any of the following categories of effort: The goal of this project is to 

update the National Bridge Inventory (NBI) through inspection of bridges owned by local governments 

(cities and/or counties) and to inform the bridge owners and the Colorado Department of Transportation 

(CDOT) of the conditions of the bridges.  These bridges will be referred to as “Off-system” bridges 

hereafter in this Scope of Work (Scope).  The local agencies and will be referred to as the “owner” 

hereinafter in this Scope. 

 

The National Bridge Inventory Standards (NBIS) requires all public bridges to be inspected at least every 

two years (with the approval of the Federal Highway Administration (FHWA) and the agreement of the 

owner, some of the bridges that meet specific Federal criteria may be inspected every four years). 

 

The purpose of this agreement is to conduct bridge inspections on Off-system bridges in accordance with the 

requirements of the National Bridge Inspection Standards (NBIS) and to report the findings to the State and to 

the owner.  The bridge inspections shall be referred to as “the work” henceforth in this Scope.  

 

Colorado has approximately 4,850 Off-system bridges. The list of bridges to be inspected during each of 

the agreement periods will be identified prior to the renewal of the agreement for each of the periods.  The 

bridge inspection engineer may also direct the consultant to inspect other bridges as necessary. 

 

SPECIAL PROJECT REQUIREMENT:  All work is to be performed under the direction and supervision, 

appropriate to the task, of a Colorado-Licensed Professional Engineer.  

 

Interested Consultants: 

 

• The prime firm of each team must be on CDOT's list of prequalified consultants by February 26, 

2009. Prequalification must be done annually.  The prime firm must be prequalified in the following 

disciplines: BI-Bridge Inspection; SE-Structural Engineering. Consultants who are not prequalified or 

who have questions regarding their prequalification should immediately contact Mike Dapcevich, 

Agreements Office at telephone (303) 757-9618.

From those firms submitting a Statement 

of Interest/Work Plan (SOI/WP), CDOT will short-list no less than three firms for interviews, using the 

following criteria for final selection: Workload Factor; Project Team; Firm Capability; Past Performance 

on Similar Projects/Similar Teams; Work Location; Capacity; UDBE Participation; ESB Participation; 

Project Goals, Project Control, Project Concept, and Project Critical Issues, and those firms that make the 

Short-List will be scheduled for the Presentation/Interview process.  (approximately 2-3 weeks from short-

list notification) 

  

NOTE: Firms submitting a Statement of Interest/Work Plan (SOI/WP) must, in their submitted SOI/WP, 

expressly commit, and identify by name, key employees of their own staff, as well as of the staffs of the sub-

consultants on their teams, to be available to do the Work.
