Statewide NPS Design and Installation of Waste Water Treatment/Recycle Systems  

Notice for Professional Consultants 

  

DESCRIPTION: CDOT intends on hiring one consultant for the contract described in the Scope 

of Work, and briefly, is requiring the design, construction, installation, testing and optimization 

of floor drain fluid treatment/recycle and vehicle wash systems at CDOT maintenance facilities. 

These systems will be installed at both existing and soon to be constructed CDOT maintenance 

facilities. The work, as described herein, will be at locations statewide as identified by individual 

task orders as part of the master contract issued under this statement of interest (SOI). The 

purpose of the work is to provide water treatment/recycle systems for CDOT facilities that do not 

have access to city sewer systems and/or are on well water with limited water production. 

 

SPECIAL PROJECT REQUIREMENT:  The contractor shall be solely responsible for the safe and 

satisfactory performance of all services required by the contract resulting from this SOI. All personnel 

working at the site will be required to have training appropriate to the task. A professional engineer will 

be required to stamp the design drawings. Additionally, professional engineering services will be 

required through installation and post installation/optimization activities.

• The prime firm of each team must be on CDOT's list of prequalified consultants by July 9, 

2015. Prequalification must be done annually.  Consultants who are not prequalified or who
