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REVISION OF SECTION 102

PROJECT PLANS AND OTHER DATA

Section 102 of the Standard Specifications is hereby revised for this project as follows:

Subsection 102.05 shall include the following:

The Bid Plans Room (4201 East Arkansas Avenue, Denver, Colorado 80222) will provide an area where Contractors can review any available cross sections and computer output data.  This material may be taken out of the Bid Plans Room area by either: (1) purchase of the material at the current reproduction price or, (2) deposit of cash or check (payable to: Colorado Department of Transportation) equal to the purchase price.  The deposit will be refunded if the material is returned by 4:30 p.m. on the second full working day after obtaining the material.  If not returned within that time, the deposit will be forfeited.

After the proposals have been opened, the low responsible bidder may obtain from CDOT's Visual Communication Center, 4201 East Arkansas Avenue, Denver, Colorado 80222, at no cost: 6 sets of plans and special provisions.  If the low bidder has not picked up the plans and other available data by 4:30 p.m. on the second Friday after bid opening, they will be sent to the Resident Engineer in charge of the project.  Additional sets of plans and other available data may be purchased on a cash sale basis from the Reproduction Branch at current reproduction prices.  Subcontractors and suppliers may obtain plans and other data from the successful bidder or they may purchase copies on a cash sale basis from CDOT''s Visual Communication Center at current production prices.

The Contractor will receive preliminary plans which contain the following:

(15) fence tabulation sheets  (mandatory)

(16) lighting plan schematics (info only)

(17) frontage road modification plans (plans and profiles, profiles need to be redesigned with vertical curves)(info only)

(18) cross-over schematics (info only)

(19) interchange detour schematics (info only)

(20) pavement summary which is strictly an estimate only (info only)

(21) interchange detour schematics (info only)

(22) snow detention area cross-sections (info only)


(23) tabulation of delineators (info only)

(24) approach slab details (mandatory)

(25) expansion joint details (mandatory)

(26) SWMP example to be used in preparing NPDES permit plan (info only)
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(27) Cross-over details (info only)

(28) Construction phasing plans (info only)

(29) Guardrail type 7 cast in place detail  (mandatory)

(30) Plan sheets for preparation of as constructed drawings (info only)

The Project Centerline has been recreated in the survey data and shall be used in the design.  The “Survey Information in TMOSS Format” was completed in 1992. Only routine maintenance has been performed on the roadway since the survey was conducted.   Bidders may use the information provided as deemed appropriate for the preparation of the bid.

The intent of this project is for the bidder to provide a complete design as well as construct the project. Therefore, bidders shall be solely responsible for obtaining all additional survey data and other information that is deemed necessary to provide the design required by these plans and specifications. 

The bidder may obtain copies of these documents and computer data from the Resident Engineer’s office.  A fee, determined by actual reproduction costs, will be charged.  Additional charges will be added for requests by mail. Please provide a notice of five working days prior to obtaining the documents.
