SUBJECT:
The Minimum Wages on Federal Aid Projects

Please note that our unit has recently been informed by the Department of Labor that MOD 0 and MOD 1 of the new General Decision Numbers CO20030014 and CO2003015, that were issued on March 4, 2005 and April 1, 2005, respectively, were actually intended to be MOD 9 and MOD 10 to the last General Decision Numbers CO030014 and CO030015.  Therefore, MOD 1 of CO20030014 and CO20030015, which was issued on April 1, 2005, should be replaced with this revised Standard Special Provision.

Attached is a copy of the Minimum Wages, Colorado, U.S. Department of Labor General Decision Nos. CO030014 and CO030015, MOD 10, Highway Construction, Statewide, 9 pages, dated April 04, 2005.  It is to be included in all federal aid projects beginning with projects that have bid openings on April 11, 2005 or later.  This minimum wage provision applies to all federal aid construction contracts exceeding $2000, and to all related subcontracts, except for projects on roadways classified as local roads or rural minor collectors, which are exempt. 

MOD 10 changed the fringe benefit for Electricians in Adams, Arapahoe, Boulder, Denver, Douglas, Jefferson, Larimer, Weld, Clear Creek, Eagle, Gilpin, Grand, Jackson, Lake, Logan, Morgan, Phillips, Sedgwick, Summit, Washington, and Yuma counties. 
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
