With this letter, we are issuing a revised version of the existing standard special provision, Revision of Sections 105 and 106, Quality of Hot Bituminous Pavement.  This revised special provision is 7 pages long and is dated October 13, 2005. It replaces the previous and now obsolete version dated October 14, 2003.  

Use this revised standard special on projects having less than 5000 tons of hot bituminous pavement.  The use of this standard special provision is mandatory on projects that are advertised on or after November 10, 2005.  But, you are free to use this special provision on appropriate projects that are advertised prior to this date.

This revision defines reference conditions based on Moving Quality Level (MQL) and indicates what actions should be taken if a “condition red” exists.   
This specification will be available at appropriate locations in the CDOT Design and Construction Project Support web page, and will be listed in a new Index of Standard Special Provisions, dated October 13, 2005.
