With this letter, we are issuing a revised version of the standard special provision, Revision of Section 703, Aggregate for Stone Matrix Asphalt.  This special provision is 1 page long, and is dated December 8, 2005.  
Use this standard special provision on projects having stone matrix asphalt. The use of this standard special provision is mandatory on projects advertised on or after January 5, 2006.  But, feel free to use it on projects advertised before this date.
This revised standard special provision replaces the now obsolete version dated November 14, 2005.  It makes minor corrections to the 3/8-inch nominal size aggregate gradation ranges for the #50 and #100 sieves to meet current AASHTO requirements.
We have replaced the outdated version of this special provision at appropriate locations throughout the CDOT Design Support web site and have updated the Index of Standard Special Provisions to reflect this change.
