Revision of Sections 601 and 701, Structural Concrete
As of this date, our unit is issuing a new standard special provision, Revision of Sections 601 and 701, Structural Concrete.  This new standard special is 3 pages long, and is dated April 7, 2006.  Effective immediately, this standard special should be used in projects having portland cement concrete.  Note that a “revision under ad” will not be required on projects that have already been advertised.
This new standard special provision upgrades current structural concrete construction practices by including requirements for sulfate resistant concrete that meet national standards.  Designers should include a general note on the plans that states the sulfate level for the project.
