Attached is a revised version of the existing standard special provision, Revision of Sections 105 and 106, Conformity to the Contract of Hot Mix Asphalt (Voids Acceptance).  This revised version is 9 pages long, and is dated April 7, 2006. It replaces the standard special provision having the same name dated October 13, 2005.   While you are free to use this on projects before this date, this standard special will be required on projects with 5000 or more tons of hot mix asphalt when acceptance is based on asphalt content, voids in the mineral aggregate, air voids, and in-place density that are advertised on or after May 5, 2006.

This revised standard special provision makes minor grammatical corrections to Table 106-1 and also confirms that one of three different forms may be used to report results from test CP-60B.

Our unit will be making appropriate modifications to various locations in our web site to account for this revised standard special.
