As of this date, our unit is issuing a revised version of the existing standard special provision, Partnering Program.  This standard special provision is 1 page in length, and is dated April 7, 2006.   It replaces the standard special having the same name which is dated August 1, 2005.  While you are free to use this standard special before this date, its use becomes mandatory on all projects advertised on or after May 5, 2006.  
This revision addresses concerns from the Chief Engineer and the CCA that the voluntary Partnering Program once again becomes a part of CDOT projects.  To address this concern, this revision requires that this standard special be used in all projects, and also makes the Program Engineer or the Resident Engineer responsible for contacting the Contractor within ten days after award to ask whether the Contractor wants to implement the Program.  
Our unit will be making appropriate modifications to various locations in our web site to account for this revised standard special.  For your convenience, however, you can find this and other special provisions that are being issued on April 7, 2006 in one place on the CDOT Construction Specifications web page:
