Revision of Section 106, Certificates of Compliance and Certified Test Reports 
As of this date, our unit is issuing a new standard special provision, Revision of Section 106, Certificates of Compliance and Certified Test Reports.  This special provision is 1 page long and is dated June 29, 2006.  This standard special should be used immediately on all projects.  For projects that have already been advertised, you are not required to implement a “revision under ad” to incorporate this new standard special.
The modifications contained in this new standard special are intended to clarify signature requirements for the Contractor, the manufacturer, and in some cases, the independent testing laboratory.  The special provision requires the Contractor to submit an original-signature version of each COC and CTR from the manufacturer or testing laboratory.  Faxed copies will be acceptable prior to installing material.   CDOT must have the original before payment for the represented material will be made.  This requirement is intended to ensure that the compliance requirements or testing truly represents the materials used in this project.
This new standard special provision will be placed at various locations throughout the CDOT Construction Specifications web site.  However, we have placed this and other special provisions that are being issued effective this date at the following location on our web site for your convenience:
