Revision of Sections 105 and 106, Conformity to the Contract of Hot Mix Asphalt


(Less Than 5000 Tons)

Effective this date, our unit is issuing a revised version of the standard special provision, Revision of Sections 105 and 106, Conformity to the Contract of Hot Mix Asphalt (Less Than 5000 Tons) .  It replaces a previous version of the same title dated October 13, 2005.  This revised standard special provision is 8 pages long and is dated October 25, 2007.  

The revised version of this special provision is the result of decisions by a joint CDOT/CCA task force that was examining ways to improve the method to adjust the theoretical maximum specific gravity in CP 56. This revision adds the Theoretical Maximum Specific Gravity of the produced HMA tested at a frequency of 1/1000 tons of HMA, with a minimum of one test per day.

This revised standard special provision should be used on projects having less than 5000 tons of Hot Mix Asphalt (HMA).  It is required on appropriate projects advertised on or after November 22, 2007.  However, you are free to use it earlier than this date.

 Those of you who keep books of standard special provisions should update your file with this one.  For your convenience, we are attaching a new Index of Standard Special Provisions dated October 25, 2007.
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
