Revision of Sections 105 and 106, Conformity to the Contract of Portland Cement Concrete Pavement (Compressive Strength Criteria)
As of this date, our unit is issuing a revised standard special provision, Revision of Sections 105 and 106,Conformity to the Contract of Portland Cement Concrete Pavement (Compressive Strength Criteria).  This revised standard special provision is 10 pages long, is dated January 17, 2008.  It includes Colorado Procedure 12B-09.  It replaces a standard special provision having the same title dated August 1, 2005.

This special provision should be used on projects with portland cement concrete pavement where the Region has determined that acceptance will be based on compressive strength criteria. This standard special is required on projects that will be advertised on or after February 14, 2008.  Feel free, however, to use it on projects advertised before this date.   
This revised standard special requires a contractor to maintain and submit a notebook with QC results.  The QC notebook will be submitted monthly for review by the Engineer.  Failure to submit the notebook or missing test results will result in delay payment to the Contractor.  

Those of you who keep books of Standard Special Provisions should add this new one to your file.  We have attached a new Index of Standard Special Provisions for your reference.
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
