Revision of Section 401, Tolerances for Hot Mix Asphalt
As of this date, our unit is issuing a new Standard Special Provision, Revision of Section 401, Tolerances for Hot Mix Asphalt.  This new standard special provision is 1 page long and is dated January 17, 2008.  It is required on projects with Hot Mix Asphalt (HMA) when acceptance is based on asphalt content, gradation, and in-place density.  It will be required on projects that are advertised on or after February 14, 2008.  You are free, however, to use this standard special provision in projects advertised before this date.
This new standard special provision deletes the mix discharge temperature of ± 20 °F from Table 401-1.  This is done so that the correct discharge temperature range of 30 °F, shown in Table 401-5 is solely used.   
Those of you who keep books of standard special provisions should add this new standard special provision to your file.  We have attached a new Index of Standard Special Provisions dated January 17, 2008 for your reference.
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
