Revision of Section 412, Concrete Pavement Joints
As of this date, our unit is issuing a revised version of the standard special provision, Revision of Section 412, Concrete Pavement Joints.  This specification is 1 page long and is dated February 26, 2009.  Use this revised standard special provision in all projects having portland cement concrete pavement, beginning with projects advertised on or after March 26, 2006.
This revised standard special provision replaces one of the same title dated August 1, 2005.  This revision requires that the shipping braces of dowel baskets not be cut prior to placing concrete.  When these shipping braces are cut, the dowel basket is weakened and could allow the dowel bars to shift & become misaligned locking up the joint, risking cracks in the PCCP above the dowels.
