Revision of Sections 105 and 106, Conformity to the Contract of Portland Cement Concrete Pavement (Compressive Strength Criteria)
As of this date, our unit is issuing a revised version of standard special provision, Revision of Sections 105 and 106, Conformity to the Contract of Portland Cement Concrete Pavement (Compressive Strength Criteria).  It replaces a previous version of the same title dated July 3, 2008.  This revised standard special provision is 6 pages long, and is dated April 30, 2009.  Use this revised standard special provision on projects having portland cement concrete pavement where the Region Materials Engineer has determined that acceptance will be based on compressive strength criteria, beginning with projects advertised on or after May 28, 2009.  However, you are free to use it earlier than this date.
The revision eliminates the sand equivalency price adjustment from concrete pavement.  The column for CDOT Acceptance Testing in Table 106-3 was deleted because this information is in the CDOT Field Materials Manual.
Those of you who keep books or files of standard special provisions should add this revised standard special provision to your file.   A new Index of Standard Special Provisions dated April 30, 2009 is attached.
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
