Revision of Section 107, Project Safety Planning
As of this date, our unit is issuing a revised version of standard special provision, Revision of Section 107, Project Safety Planning.  It replaces a previous version of the same title dated May 26, 2005.  This revised standard special provision is 3 pages long, and is dated April 30, 2009.  Use this revised standard special provision on all projects, beginning with projects advertised on or after May 28, 2009.  However, you are free to use it earlier than this date.
The revision adds 23 CFR 634 to the Contractor responsibilities.  When federal funds are involved, all workers within the right-of-way of federal-aid highways are required to wear high visibility garments.  This rule also applies to governing agency workers conducting business on highway right-of-way.
Those of you who keep books or files of standard special provisions should add this revised standard special provision to your file.   A new Index of Standard Special Provisions dated April 30, 2009 is attached.
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
