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Traffic Control Personnel Apparel

The 2003 MUTCD has been adopted by CDOT.  This standard allows either fluorescent orange-red or fluorescent yellow-green "apparel" (safety vests and hardhats). 

CDOT currently requires all of our CDOT-employed highway construction and maintenance workers, including CDOT flaggers, to wear high-visibility vests and fluorescent orange-red hard hats (see CDOT Procedural Directive 80.1).

To attempt to comply with the 2003 MUTCD, some traffic control companies have already made significant investments in yellow-green vests and/or hard hats.

For the 2005 construction season, Contractor traffic control personnel should be allowed to wear either fluorescent orange-red or fluorescent yellow-green vests and hard hats.  The retroreflective material on these vests and hard hats should be orange, yellow, white, silver, yellow-green, or a fluorescent version of these colors.

If requested to do so by the Contractor, CDOT Project Engineers may implement this change using a Minor Contract Revision (MCR).

The next edition of the “Standard Specifications” (the spec book) will allow either fluorescent orange-red or fluorescent yellow-green vests and hard hats for Contractor traffic control personnel.  The new spec book will become available later in 2005.
