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Standard Special Provision – Revision of Section 630 – Construction Zone Traffic Control dated November 30, 2001. 
Subsection 630.15 of this Standard Special Provision contains the following provision:

The Contractor shall agree to quantities for the following items on a weekly basis when signing the CDOT Form 7 – Weekly Report of Miscellaneous Pay Items:

This means that the Form 7 is required to be used for recording daily quantities of these pay items.  When the Contractor signs the weekly Form 7, the quantities shown on the form for that week are final, and WILL NOT be revised at a later time.

It would seem reasonable that the Prime contractor would discuss these quantities with the Traffic Control subcontractor before signing the Form 7, and this practice should be encouraged. 

We are currently revising the Form 7 and will distribute revised copies in the near future.

This should be discussed at the preconstruction conference. We will add this item to the preconstruction agenda when we revise the Construction Manual
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
