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Standard Plans List Checking Procedure
This design bulletin provides guidance on the procedure for checking the M&S Standard Plans List that is included with all plan sets. Previously there were two statement boxes on the Standard Plans List template from which the designer could choose. These statements are shown below. All current M&S Standards are valid for all projects regardless of whether or not the item(s) in a given standard are used on a given project. In the past, if a designer chose Statement 1, and the designer overlooked checking a box for an applicable standard, there may have been some confusion by the contractor or construction team. Statement 1(old) shall be replaced by Statement 2 (new), and both statements 1 and 2 shall be included. This is to provide uniformity amongst CDOT projects, and provide clarity for construction personnel and the contracting community.
Standard Plans List Statement 1 (old): THE STANDARD PLAN SHEETS INDICATED HEREON BY A MARKED BOX ARE TO BE USED TO CONSTRUCT THIS PROJECT.

Standard Plans List Statement 2 (remains the same): ALL OF THE M&S STANDARD PLANS, AS SUPPLEMENTED AND REVISED, APPLY TO THIS PROJECT WHEN USED BY DESIGNATED PAY ITEM OR SUBSIDIARY ITEM.

GUIDANCE IS AS FOLLOWS:

The Standard Plans List template shall include the following statements,

Standard Plans List Statement 1 (text remains the same, order has been switched): ALL OF THE M&S STANDARD PLANS, AS SUPPLEMENTED AND REVISED, APPLY TO THIS PROJECT WHEN USED BY DESIGNATED PAY ITEM OR SUBSIDIARY ITEM.

Standard Plans List Statement 2 (new): NEW OR REVISED STANDARD PLAN SHEETS APPLICABLE TO THIS PROJECT, INDICATED BY A MARKED BOX, WILL BE ATTACHED TO THE PLANS.

These statements shall be included on the Standard Plans List for all projects. The designer shall darken the boxes adjacent to those standard plans that are new or revised, and that will be used on the project.
