This new standard special provision is 2 pages long and is dated April 7, 2006.   While you are free to use this standard special on projects before this date, its use becomes mandatory on projects having stackable channelizers advertised on or after May 5, 2006. 
This new standard special provision defines the criteria for stackable vertical panels and tubular markers, which are now being used throughout the state.
