As of this date, our unit is issuing a revised version of the Standard Special Provision, Revision of Sections 105, 202, 401, 406 & 601 Hot Mix Asphalt Pavement Roadway Smoothness (High Speed Profiler).  This revised standard special provision is 25 pages long, and is dated December 4, 2007.  It includes the latest versions of CP 74 and CP 78.  The revised standard special replaces one of the same title dated October 25, 2007.
This revised standard special provision should be used immediately on projects having HMA pavement.  However, you are not required to do a “revision under ad” for projects that have already been advertised. 


The modifications contained in this version reflect a recent decision by the Smoothness Task Force and the MAC to have the Contractor, instead of CDOT, measure for QA smoothness.  The results will be analyzed by CDOT for incentive/disincentive payments.  CDOT will also verify the accuracy of the Contractors high speed profilers.   
Those of you who keep books of special provisions should replace the now obsolete standard special provision with this one.
