Revision of Sections 304 and 703, Aggregate Base Course (RAP)
As of this date, our unit is issuing a new standard special provision, Revision of Section 304, Aggregate Base Course (RAP).  This new standard special is 1 page long and is dated November 5, 2009.  Use this standard special in projects that allow the use of reclaimed asphalt pavement (RAP) as aggregate base course, when approved by the Region Materials Engineer.  This standard special will be required in projects that are advertised on or after December 3, 2009.  But, feel free to use this standard special before this date.   
This new standard special defines the requirements in which reclaimed asphalt pavement (RAP) can be used as an aggregate base course.  These requirements include compaction and aggregate gradation.  
Those of you who keep books of standard special provisions should add this new one to your file.  A new index of Standard Special Provisions, dated November 5, 2009, is attached.
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
