The Minimum Wages on Federal Aid Projects

Attached is a copy of the Minimum Wages, Colorado, U.S. Department of Labor General Decision Nos. CO140016, CO140017, CO140018, CO140019, CO140020, CO140021, CO140022, CO140023 and CO140024, MOD 1 Highway Construction, Statewide, 56 pages, dated January 24, 2014.  It is to be included in all federal aid projects beginning with projects that have bid openings on February 03, 2014 or later.  Use this standard special provision on all federal-aid projects with contracts exceeding $2000, except for non-ARRA projects on roadways classified as local roads or rural minor collectors, which are exempt.  Projects on local roads, rural minor collectors, and enhancement projects funded with ARRA funds are not exempt.
MOD 1 changed the wages and fringe benefits for Power Equipment Operators of all Drill Rig Caisson sizes, all Crane weights, and all Scraper sizes located in every county.  For all Hydraulic Backhoe power equipment operators in Denver and Douglas counties.  For all Loader power equipment operators in Denver county.  For all Motor Grader power equipment operators in Douglas county.  For all Power Broom/Sweeper power equipment operators in Baca, Bent, Cheyenne, Costilla, Crowley, Huerfano, Kiowa, Kit Carson, Las Animas, Lincoln, Logan, Morgan, Otero, Phillips, Prowers, Sedgwick, Washington, and Yuma  counties.  For Asphalt Screed power equipment operators in Kit Carson county.  For Mechanic power equipment operators in La Plata county.  And for Oiler power equipment operators in Weld county.
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
