[bookmark: _GoBack]Effective this date, our unit is issuing a revised version of standard special provision, Revision of Sections 108 and 109, Payment Schedule (Multiple Fiscal Years).  This revised standard special provision is 1 page long and replaces a standard special provision having the same title dated April 30, 2015. 

Use this revised standard special provision in projects which are expected to require more than one State fiscal year to complete, beginning with projects advertised on or after February 9, 2017. You are free to use this standard special provision in projects advertised before this date.

This revisions contained in this version brings the spec into conformance with Colorado fiscal rules and the new process requirements for Incrementally Encumbered projects.
