The proposed change is to remove the first sentence of subsection 105.10, which states:
"The Contractor will be supplied with a minimum of six sets of the contract documents"

There are three reasons for this change:

1  This information should not be in a spec titled "Cooperation by Contractor".
2.  CDOT never sent the Contractor even a single set of all the contract documents.
3.  The historical interpretation of this specification is that CDOT provides six printed-out copies of the Plan Sheets.  CDOT no longer does this due to CDOT's movement to go paperless.  Contractors obtain plan sheets through Bidx or B2G.
