Good/Fair/Poor Maps

Action: We are requesting ratification by the Chief Engineer, RTDs, Director of Staff Services and the Director of the Division of Transportation Development of the 2001 Good/Fair/Poor Regional maps.

Background: After receiving approval to use the 2001 condition data from the Pavement Management Technical Committee, the September 26, 2001 memorandum was submitted for ratification at the October 2001 RTDs meeting. After receiving approval to use the condition data Good/Fair/Poor maps were created and distributed for Regional comments. Based on the comments, we have modified the 2001 Good/Fair/Poor roadway condition maps for each Region.

Recommendation: The Pavement Management Technical Committee agreed (see voting results attached) that the 2001 Good/Fair/Poor maps resemble the current condition of their Region. This decision is based upon field review of the remaining service life in each Region.

Comments: The Chief Engineer ratified the maps with the following comments: 

Roadways abandoned from the system are SH 33, SH 35 and SH 110. State Highway 26 should only be shown from milepost 11.2 to milepost 14.0. State Highway 75 should only be shown from milepost 2.3 to milepost 2.6 and from milepost 4.3 to milepost 8.5. Missing data on SH 7 from milepost 62.5 to milepost 63.4 and SH 287 from milepost 303.1 to milepost 303.7. In order to better maintain the maps and assure continuity in collecting related data, the Pavement Management Program as well as the DTD GIS Section will be included in the process when the Regions abandon highways.  In addition, the Pavement Management Program and the DTD GIS Section will monitor the commission agenda for items of highway abandonment and will receive a copy of the information included for Commission ratification.  The DTD GIS Section will provide quarterly updates to the Pavement Management Program.
