	cdot benefits: Holds any manufacturer's roll-up signs that uses a vertical fiberglass rib.  Stand is lightweight due to the aluminum legs.  Sign stand is stable in high wind situations due to the use of 30" legs that telescope out to 51" for a larger footprint.  Dual-torsion steel coil springs make the sign stand ideal in high wind work zones.  Faster deployment and tear down to reduce exposure time to oncoming motorists,  this is facilitated by its light weight aluminum design as well as the special "kick release" levers on the legs.
