Eagle Corr PE is corrugated polyethylene available in 4" to 60" diameters and is suitable for use in gravity flow drainage applications. The 4" through 10" pipe meet AASHTO
M252 designation (certified through third party testing). The 12" through 60" meet AASHTO M294 designation (also through third party testing). This product features a
corrugated exterior for structural strength and smooth interior for maximum hydraulic efficiency with a manning n value between 0.010 and 0.012. Its superior
strength-to-weight ratio and flexible conduit design mean it will support H-25 live loads with a minimum cover of 1 foot, while allowing for much greater cover heights, as
outlined in our burial depth technical bulletin. The pipe is highly resistant to the corrosive eftects of soils, chemicals, or effluents with a very wide pH range, 1.5-14. The pipe
is also very resistant to abrasion and maintains its hydraulic efficiency much longer than competing products. Eagle Corr PE features a heavy duty integral bell and dual gasket
spigot for an ASTM D3212 tested, 10.8 psi joint. The water tight bell and spigot system do not require a reinforcing band around the bell to maintain a watertight connection.

Products may be accepted equally from the Wharton Texas and the Stockton California facilities as long as annual NTPEP COCs are provided to CDOT's PEC.

Restrictions, (installation and/or use):
Cannot be used in pressure pipe applications. Requires minimum burial depths of 1'.

Use of the product, (be specific to CDOT highway activities only):
The pipe is typically used on DOT/capital improvement: cross drains, edge drains, and underdrains.

Benefits to CDOT, (how will your product enhance quality, improve safety, save money, be a better value then other manufacturer’'s products):
Provides a cheaper, easier to install product than RCP (reinforced concrete pipe) or CMP (corrugated metal pipe). Eagle Corr PE will last longer against corrosion and
abrasion than RCP or CMP. Also, while being lighter than RCP, with an integral bell and spigot, the pipe negates the need for bell holes. It will not corrode like CMP in "hot"
soils or while being exposed to chemicals. This product is cheaper, lighter, easier to install, and will last longer than other drainage pipes on the market.
