In order to comply with FHWA’s new Work Zone Safety & Mobility Rule, 23 CFR 630 Subpart J, 

CDOT has issued a new standard special provision, Revision of Section 630, Transportation 

Management Plan, and revised the project special provision worksheet, Revision Of Section 626 

Public Information Services.
