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REVISION OF SECTION 208
DAILY INSPECTIONS ON ACTIVE CONSTRUCTION PROJECTS

Section 208 of the Standard Specifications is hereby revised for this project as follows:
Delete subsection 208.03(c)(5) and replace with the following:
(4) Inspect with the Superintendent and the Engineer the stormwater management system at least every 14 calendar days. Post storm event inspections shall be conducted within 24 hours after the end of any precipitation or snow melt event that may cause surface erosion.  If no construction activities will occur following a storm event, post-storm event inspections shall be conducted prior to commencing construction activities, but no later than 72 hours following the storm event. The occurrence of any such delayed inspection must be documented in the inspection report.   CDOT Form 1176 shall be used for all 14 day inspections and inspections following storm events.
	Inspections are not required at sites when construction activities are temporarily halted, when snow cover exists over the entire site and melting conditions do not pose a risk of surface erosion. This exception is applicable only during the period where melting conditions do not exist, and applies to the routine 14 day and monthly inspections, as well as the post-storm event inspections. The following information shall be documented on CDOT Form 1176 for use of this exclusion: dates when snow cover occurred, date when construction activities ceased, and date melting conditions began. 
The order of precedence for required inspections shall be as follows: 
(i) Headquarter or Regional water quality inspections
(ii) Monthly audit 
(iii) 14 day
(iv) Daily

When one of the listed inspections is performed, the inspections listed below it need not be performed on that day if the required CDOT and Contractor personnel participated in the inspection.  

For example: A 14 day inspection is not required on the same day a monthly audit inspection is conducted. A sheet shall be placed in the inspections area of the SWMP to refer to the inspection performed that day.

Subsection 208.03(c)(17) shall include the following:
(17) The TECS or the Superintendent, if the Superintendent is certified as a TECS, shall conduct an inspection on each day in which active construction has occurred.  At this inspection the portion of the site under active construction shall be reviewed to determine whether construction is being conducted in accordance with the project’s site-specific SWMP and the CDPS-SCP.  The TECS or Superintendent shall observe, record, and determine the effectiveness of all BMPs.  Inspections shall be recorded on CDOT Form 1388 and kept in the project SWMP notebook.

Delete subsection 208.03(d)(7) and replace with the following:
Calendar of Inspections – Calendar for marking when all inspections except the daily inspections take place.
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Delete subsection 208.03(d)(8) and replace with the following:
Form 1388 Daily Stormwater Logs

Delete subsection 208.03(d)(16) and replace with the following:
Erosion Control Supervisor’s certification and Superintendent’s TECS certification if acting as a substitute for the TECS for daily inspections.
Delete subsection 208.08(13) and replace with the following:
Failure of the TECS to attend 14 day or daily inspections.

INSTRUCTIONS TO DESIGNERS (Delete instructions and symbols from final draft.):
When projects are selected to have Daily Inspections the 7 day inspection requirement is changed to a 14 day requirement.  The CDOT Form 1176 has been revised to so that it can be used for both the 7 and 14 day inspections.
