to Castle Rock, and soon on the westbound I-70 Mountain Express Lane.

» Motorists will have a choice to take the
general purpose lanes for free, or take
the Express Lanes for a shorter and more
reliable travel time.

The project will build one
new Express Lane in each

direction of I-25 along an

"The Gap"—south of Castle
Rock to Monument.
