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Project Highlights

CDOT has made significant progress in
delivering the 10-Year Plan to catch up on
critical road and bridge repairs, add travel
options, relieve traffic choke points, make
critical safety improvements, and bring
transit to new corners of the state.

Here are a few highlights:

® CDOT has completed 71 projects from
the 10-Year Plan projects to date, with
an additional 39 projects currently
under construction.

® 100% of the projects in the first four
years of the plan are complete or under
construction, and over half of the full
10-Year Plan is now complete or in
progress.

® With progress on the 10-Year Plan well
underway and more coming quickly,
Coloradans should expect CDOT to
continue building the connections we
need to keep our state thriving.
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Project Highlights

Region 1 - Metro Denver

I-70 West Metro Bridges, Harlan Bridge Replacement
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CDOT has completed two of three I-70 bridge replacement projects in the West Denver Metro
area over the last year. These bridges were aging structures with growing traffic volumes that
needed to be replaced to improve safety and traffic flow.

I-70 Bridge Replacement over 32nd Avenue

I-70 bridges over 32nd Avenue have been replaced with new structures. Construction completed in
November 2023. The new bridges are up to modern standards with a 100-year design lifespan and widened
shoulders for safer access. New safety guardrail and tensioned cable rail were also installed to maximize
driver safety.

I-70 Bridge Replacement over Ward Road

The [-70 bridges over Ward Road completed construction in December 2024. The bridges were replaced
with a single structure to meet modern standards. The new bridge is wider and more durable, with a
lifespan of 75 years. Safety features include improved guardrail and wider shoulders.

I-70 Bridge Replacement over Harlan Street

The 1-70 bridge over Harlan Street is scheduled for completion in February 2025. The bridge was built in
1967. With close proximity to Interstate 76, US 287 (Federal Boulevard) and CO 121 (Wadsworth Boulevard),
this bridge experiences the highest daily traffic volumes in this corridor. Due to its age, heavy usage, and
the seasonal weather, this bridge experiences frequent deck and concrete cracking. This deterioration
has led to planned and emergency multi-day repairs causing delays and rerouting of traffic. All of these
factors have contributed to the need for replacing the bridge. The project also includes intersection
improvements for better traffic flow and enhanced safety, and new sidewalks under the I-70 Harlan bridge.
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Project Highlights

Region 2 - Southeast Colorado

I-25 and CO 94 Safety and Mobility Improvements (MAMSIP) - 0015
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Military Access, Mobility & Safety Improvement Project (MAMSIP) will deliver more efficient
and safer mobility along I-25, Colorado Highway 94, South Academy Boulevard, and Charter
Oak Ranch Road, enabling economic stability and development. The delivery of MAMSIP
will strengthen and enhance the redundancy of strategic movement between the nationally
significant El Paso County military installations of Fort Carson, Peterson Space Force Base,
Cheyenne Mountain Space Force Station, and Schriever Space Force Base.

The project, which stretches from South Academy Boulevard to the Santa Fe Avenue (US 85) exit at
Fountain, includes:

® Replacement of two bridges over South Academy Boulevard

® Widening of shoulders and installation of safety improvements
® (oncrete surface treatment overlay

® |[nstallation of median barriers

® Rehabilitation and widening of four bridges

® Addition of a southbound deceleration lane at Colorado Highway 16
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Project Highlights

Region 3 - Northwest Colorado

US 50 Little Blue Creek Canyon - 0033
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US 50 Blue Creek Canyon provides access to the National Park Service (NPS), the United States
Forest Service (USFS), and the Bureau of Land Management (BLM) which manage three reservoirs
and over 2 million acres of public land in the area, and this canyon is the critical “chokepoint”
to these recreational accesses. Additionally, three local, mountain communities depend on this
highway for the delivery of goods and services by tractor-trailer to permanent and seasonal
residences and visiting tourists; keeping this highway open and operational is crucial for their
economy.

US 50 Little Blue Creek Canyon Safety Improvement completed in July of 2024. The project included roadway
reconstruction, drainage and access improvements, and adding a minimum of 4-foot paved shoulders to
the existing roadway template to meet current geometric design standards and improve roadside safety.
Additionally, Region 3 and Central Federal Lands included geohazard and rockfall mitigation work within
the project limits to further improve safety. The completion of this project is the culmination of 30 years
of upgrading US 50 between Gunnison and Montrose they included the following:

® Rock Cuts ® Rock catch ditch grading

® Road widening (adding shoulders) ® Rockfall netting

® Vertical curve adjustments ® Bridge deck and joint repairs
® Horizontal Curve softening ® Pavement resurfacing

® Drainage Improvements ® Guardrail

® Wall Construction ® Signing and striping
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Project Highlights

Region 4 - Northeast Colorado

I-25 North Mobility Hub Network Build Out
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CDOT has proactively recognized and planned for the rapid population increase occurring in
northern Colorado and has committed to provide multimodal choices in the form of Express
Lanes, mobility hubs and carpool lots, to reduce congestion and greenhouse gasses along the
I-25 corridor. As part of the 20-mile long operational and safety improvement projects recently
completed, three hubs were constructed at Firestone-Longmont (Colorado Highway 119),
Berthoud (CO 56) and Loveland-Centerra (off new Kendall Parkway, north of US 34 interchange),
completing the build out of the hub network in Region 4.

The mobility hubs offer affordable, reliable, and relaxing transportation choices to move people safely
between downtown Denver and Fort Collins and provide a catalyst for affordable housing choices and more
easily connect people to municipalities, employment centers, and entertainment/cultural experiences.

® CDOT has built three new community-based hubs that are conveniently located approximately every
10 miles along 1-25 to support regional transit in Loveland, Berthoud, and Firestone-Longmont.

® Two hubs are built to their final configuration which includes a median-loaded layout, which is
significantly safer and more operationally efficient.

® CDOT worked with adjacent developers that have contributed more than $10M to the hubs and have
planned to support and provide, in conjunction with local agencies, first and final miles connections.
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Project Highlights

Region 5 - Southwest Colorado

US 160-US 550 South Connection Project - 0074
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Located in southwest Colorado near the City of Durango, connecting US 160 (east/west highway)
with US 550 (north/south highway). The project enhances travel mobility and safety at the busy
crossroads. Construction began in the fall of 2020, and is nearing completion at the end of
November 2024 with a total project cost of $100 million.

Project construction features include:

Over one mile of new four-lane highway,
realigned to the existing US 160 interchange

Construction of two bridges, one 550-feet long,
150 feet-high and the other 250-feet-long, 50
feet-high

800-foot-long, 20-foot-high retaining wall at
the interchange

3.5 miles of new US 550 four-lane highway

Acceleration and deceleration lanes along the
project corridor

New accesses and frontage roads

project corridor

averaging 4 feet in diameter)
