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Reasonableness Criteria

- Cost-Benefit Index (no more than $4,000 per dB of reduction per receptor)
- Build Noise Level (66 dBA or more)

- Impacted Persons' Desires (50% or more support it)

- Development Type (50% or more residential)

- Development Existence (50% or more at least 15 years old)

- Noise Level Increase (5 dBA or more)
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
