6. Ilex reconstruction finally begins

Crews from Flatiron Construction began rebuilding
Interstate 25 between the accident-prone Ilex interchange
and City Center Drive in the heart of Pueblo in July. That
beginning was made after years of studies, meetings and
proposals. As money becomes available, the project will
widen the interstate to three lanes in each direction,
straighten I-25 through Downtown, reconstruct
