Officials have seen an upward
trend of crashes in the work zone.
Most collisions have been caused
by driver inattention or excessive
speed.

Now that a temporary traffic shift
onto the ramps is in place, the
speed limit in the work zone is
45 mph on US 50 and 30 mph on
Purcell Blvd.

This is an extremely active
construction area, and motorists
are urged to avoid distracted
driving.
