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INTERCHANGE RECONSTRUCTION PLANNED

In late 2016, the Colorado Department of Transportation began the National
Environmental Policy Act (NEPA) and Preliminary Design phase for improvements
at the 1-70/Kipling Street interchange. Following a public meeting held in March
2017, the Diverging Diamond interchange configuration was confirmed as the
Preferred Alternative. This new configuration is expected to provide improved

operations and substantial safety benefits for all modes of travel.

Analysis of the benefits and impacts of the improvements is underway, and will be
documented in an Environmental Assessment document. Construction is not yet
fully funded, but completing this study and preliminary (30%) design will allow the

project to quickly move forward when funding is obtained.
