The Santa Fe Planning and Environmental Linkages (PEL) Study will examine alternatives to 
address overall congestion on this section of Santa Fe, serve existing and future needs, and 
improve traffic operations, travel time, multi-modal person-trip capacity, and safety compared to 
No Action. Root causes of congestion will be identified through analysis of current and projected 
traffic in relation to current facility deficiencies, including structural bottlenecks, substandard 
roadway design, and system capacity. 

2. ASSESSMENT OVERVIEW 
The Social and Political Risk Assessment was completed in order to inform the Public 
Engagement Plan. The purpose of this report is to identify the social climate that may influence 
the public or political perception of Santa Fe. This analysis will contribute to the development of 
a set of recommendations to mitigate potential risks and develop effective outreach that caters 
to the diversity of community members, perspectives, and needs along the corridor.  

The assessment includes: 

1. Media Analysis: Research on state-wide news and social media (Facebook, Twitter, 
Reddit, and Blogs) regarding Santa Fe and the surrounding area, previous studies 
completed, and the general sentiment surrounding multi-modal transportation along Santa 
Fe. 

2. Community Characteristics: Using Tapestry Segmentation, collecting census and 
demographic data for the corridor, as well as identifying the top profile characteristics out of 
the 67 unique segments based on demographics, socioeconomic behaviors, and persona 
qualities.  
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3. Media Analysis 
News Articles 
Within the last year, there has been minimal news coverage published regarding the Santa Fe 
corridor in relation to transportation. Below are a few relevant articles and highlights.  

When will they be tearing up Santa Fe south of C470? 
• Engineers believe the current design of the highway is unsafe writing in the Highway 85 

reevaluation study from 2017, “the US 85 corridor has insufficient laneage, intersections 
without left and right turn lanes, and inadequate shoulders. Vehicles pass slower vehicles on 
the shoulders, creating dangerous conditions. Forecasts of future demand show increased 
driver frustration, resulting in increased crashes and reduced accessibility. Future projected 
growth will worsen these conditions”. 

City gearing up for changes at Mineral and Santa Fe 
• Littleton recently landed a $9.1 million federal grant to overhaul the intersection of Santa Fe 

Drive and Mineral Avenue, Public Works Director Keith Reester told a city council study 
session on July 23. 

•  “This is one of the most challenging and highest-accident intersections in the city,” Reester 
said. “Traffic could get even higher with new development growing to the south.” 

• The ultimate goal, Reester said, is to build a grade-separated interchange, or flyover with no 
stoplights, similar to the intersection of Belleview and Santa Fe, though that project is 
expected to cost $90 million to $100 million, and is likely years away. It will require a 
Herculean effort to raise funds and bring all stakeholders into agreement, he said. 

• However, Reester said, the city is moving forward on a precursor to the future flyover: 
Funding has been finalized to begin a Planning and Environmental Linkages study, or PEL, 
on a stretch of Santa Fe from Alameda Avenue to C-470. 

Social Media 
Within the last six months, a total of 62 posts have mentioned Santa Fe or HWY 85 in regards to 
transportation, traffic, and collisions. Of those posts, 42 percent were negative, 58 percent were 
neutral and no posts were positive. 95 percent were posted to Twitter.

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4. Community Characteristics 
The following section expands on the characteristics of the community to better understand 
various needs to allow for more inclusive and effective outreach. Data was pulled from a mile 
radius along Santa Fe given they are the community impacted by this project, including future 
construction, modifications to local streets and bicycle/pedestrian facility changes. 

Census Data 
Census data was pulled within a half-mile of the corridor, including 42,000 residents. Data 
points include: 

• Population trends 
• Transportation behaviors 
• At-risk population  
• Electronics and internet usage 

Population Trends 
The significant and continuous increase in population along the corridor is well-known to 
residents. In addition, 66 percent of residents are ages 18 to 64 and 31 percent are in the 
millennial generation, with an overall median age of 38 indicating an overall younger population. 
The figure to the right represents the increasing pace of population growth that is taking place 
along the corridor. These statistics should remain an important key message in our need for the 
PEL and as part of the response to the congestion along the corridor. 
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Transportation Behaviors 
Perhaps the most noteworthy 
transportation behavior of residents along 
the corridor includes the current reliance 
on a car. Of the nearly 24,000 residents 
traveling to work, 73 percent travel alone 
in a personal vehicle. The infographic also 
indicates 14 percent taking transit which is 
much higher than the regional average. 
Despite the proximity of the trail only 1 
percent are biking. These are important 
transportation characteristics to consider 
throughout outreach efforts.  

At-Risk Population 
Data indicates that most residents along the corridor speak English, with only 0.3 percent that 
speak Spanish and no English. An important data point to note is that there are nearly nine 
percent (or 3,375) of households with a disability. 

Electronics and Internet Usage 
A total of 92 percent of residents have access to internet at 
home. Of that, 75 percent accessed internet using a 
computer, 80 percent using a smart phone, and 38 percent 
using a tablet. Residents are active on social media, 
accessing Facebook and YouTube the most. A breakdown 
of each social media outlet is below. 

Tapestry Segments and Community 
Personas 
In order to meaningfully expand on the census data, 
information was gathered from ESRI’s Tapestry 
Segmentation, which identifies the most common 
characteristics of the Santa Fe corridor’s population in reference to the 67 unique segments that 
are based on national demographics and socioeconomic characteristics. Below are the top 
three characteristics and their socioeconomic traits. 

LifeMode 1: “Emerald City”  
• Liberal segment that reads NPR and PBS 

• Shop at Trader Joe’s and Whole Foods 

• Use the web for professional networking, blogging, making travel plans, shopping, and sports 
news 

• Read magazines and books on a tablet, sometimes while exercising at home.

• Enjoy dancing, playing pool, watching VH1 and Comedy Central programs, and playing 
basketball and ping pong. 

• Listen to contemporary hits, jazz, rap, hip hop, and dance music. 

• Purchase natural/organic food, but frequent fast food restaurants. 

• Residents like to read magazines, especially digital, covering topics ranging from news, 
fashion, to music. 

LifeMode 8: “Exurbanites” 
• Exurbanites residents’ preferred vehicles are late model luxury cars or SUVs. 

• They are active supporters of the arts and public television/radio. 

• Attentive to ingredients, they prefer natural or organic products. 

• Gardening and home improvement are priorities, but they also use a number of services, 
from home care and maintenance to personal care. 

• Financially active with wide-ranging investments, these investors rely on financial planners, 
extensive reading, and the Internet to handle their money. 

5. Public Engagement Recommendations 
The following public engagement recommendations are options to include in the public 
involvement plan based on the data analyzed above. Not all recommendations have to be used 
in order to build a successful plan. The project management team will discuss the 
recommendations and determine which will move forward to implementation based on 
effectiveness and budget.  
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Adapt to Social Distancing  
Due to COVID-19 social distancing requirements, in-person communications will likely be limited 
at the beginning and middle of the project, if not longer. The outreach approach needs to 
incorporate digital engagement opportunities while being mindful to those who might not be 
technologically savvy. When promoting opportunities for engagement, a hotline should be 
provided to those who request the information in a hardcopy format and can mail in their input. 

Blend in with the Community 
Community profiles include a strong theme of being active in the art, music, and food culture. In 
order to reach these community members, attendance at existing events or holding pop-ups at 
local establishments should be considered as part of the outreach approach. Options that can 
be considered in the outreach plan include:

Stray away from boring Press releases 
News stories about Santa Fe have been minimal over the past year. Whether that is due to lack 
of media relations or reporters are not interested in the stories being pitched, it is recommended 
that thought-provoking and innovative press release be created and pitched in a proactive and 
strategic way. This can be through thought leadership Q&A pieces to promote a project 
milestone and offering a publication exclusivity to a specific story. 

Utilize Digital Outreach 
Considering the common trait of connectedness and technological savviness, it will important to 
utilize digital outreach. This may include a social media campaign that is especially focused on 
Facebook given it is used by 67 percent of residents, and Twitter, since 95 percent of social 
media posts regarding Santa Fe are posted on that platform. YouTube is also highly utilized by 
residents at 55 percent, therefore the production of a video or series of videos is also 
recommended. In all digital materials, it will be essential to maintain mobile friendliness. 

Partner with Rocky Mountain ADA Center 
Given that there are nearly nine percent (or 3,375) of households with a disability, it is 
suggested to provide unique opportunities to gather input from the ADA community. Partnering 
with Rocky Mountain ADA Center to identify the most effective opportunities to gather input in 
the best way from this community will be crucial. 
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“Burma Shave”-type Billboards along Santa Fe 
80 percent of residents travel to work in a car whether it be alone or through carpool and often 
times are stuck in traffic during rush hour. Similar to the famous Burma Shave billboards, having 
a series of billboards with a clever message that progresses on each one will help bring 
awareness to the project and promote opportunities for input in a fun and engaging way. 
Something of similar nature to: 

⮚ As you sit in traffic 
⮚ Think out loud 

⮚ What improvements to Santa Fe 
⮚ Would make you proud 

⮚ YOU TELL US (once you’re no longer behind the wheel!) 
[website link] 

Think Beyond a Local Corridor  
Santa Fe serves more than the local community – it acts as a regional corridor providing 
connections outside of the project area. There are people who use it beyond C-470 and I-25, as 
well as people who don’t use it because of the known congestion and traffic issues. 
Engagement opportunities for those outside of the project area should be considered, such as 
targeted social media posts in the surrounding CDOT regions, and/or partnering with DRCOG or 
other key stakeholders to help promote the project.  

Other Strategies by Tapestry Characteristics 
LifeMode 1: “Emerald City” 
• Brief, in-person one-on-one meetings 
• Offer online input opportunity and/or mobile input 
• Provide information through schools 
• Use more visual images than text in materials

Developed a community wide 

vision and transitioned to a transportation master plan and comprehensive plan.

• City is 46,000 but the mailing address of Littleton is closer to 90,000.   
• A lot of people like the transit connections to Denver.  There are concerns about the

o There is drag racing at 1am in the morning.

o Half mile is a reasonable spread and that’s generally 6-8 city blocks.  
• Jamie noted that property curb cuts, lighting, and wide sidewalks are important. 
• Folks in wheelchair or using mobility devices don’t mind using multimodal paths or

o From Chenango to C-470 there is minimal access to the east. Limited by the 

rail lines. 
o From Chenango to C-470 there is more access points for local traffic.  
o All current cross streets with Santa Fe Drive support fire apparatus access. 

• Barriers 
o Medium Jersey barriers limit fire apparatus ability to change direction. 
o Medium Jersey barriers limit apparatus from laying supply lines (firehose) 

from a hydrant to the point of need. 
o Future sound walls may limit the access to hydrants positioned off of Santa 

Fe Dr. 
• Hydrants 

o Access to fire hydrants(water supply) is extremely limited northbound Santa 
Fe from C-470 to Chenango Ave. 
 Exceptions are Summer St. to Littleton Blvd. and in the area of 

Prince St. 
o Access to fire hydrants is limited southbound Santa Fe Chenango Ave. to C-

470. 
 See the fire hydrant map. 
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o Limit access can create a situation where the water supply line crosses all 
lanes of Santa Fe, closing U.S. 85 or the need to shuttle water via tenders 
to onsite port-a-tanks again closing at least half the highway if not all 
lanes. 

• Pedestrian and bicycle access (sidewalks) 
o Northbound from C-470 to Chenango Ave. along Santa Fe is extremely 

limited. Only occurs in conjunction with a few intersections.  
 There are not a lot of foot paths in the dirt along this section. 

o Southbound from Chenango Ave. to C-470 along Santa Fe is intermittent. 
Mainly from Prince to Church Ave.  
 Many foot paths in the dirt along the Santa Fe from Church south. 

• Rail Access 
o Access to rail emergencies is fair to good along northbound Santa Fe. 
o Access to water supply for rail emergencies is poor.

1. Do you live, work, and/or play near Santa Fe? 

• Involved with City of Englewood that would have involved going under or over Santa Fe 
• Property manager for Wine Garden management – 21 years, been involved in the River 

Point shopping center from when it was developed – construction to property 
management 

• NE intersection of Santa Fe and Hampden  
• Target opened in 2008 
• Did you make any improvements to the roadway network outside of the property 

during development? (Jason) 
o Yes, there is an off-access road coming off of SB Santa Fe before the River 

Point Shopping center property you exist south – two entry points off of Santa 
Fe from the access drive lane 

• When you enter back on Santa Fe there is an entrance road heading SB, that’s the only 
entrance point from the property onto Santa Fe, the other access would be accessing 
it from the north, Hampden Ave at the light or Oxford 

• Problems with stacking at Hampden and River Point 
• Interchange at 285 is a concern 
• Exit Hamden at river point – “abusing the shortcut” don’t want to use the intersection 

at Santa Fe and Hamden or oxford 
• No one wants to go north on Santa Fe and sit at light to go west on Hampden  

 
2. How often do you drive on Santa Fe? 

• Live in highlands ranch – drive from home to work, school drop off at St. Mary’s and 
hop on Santa Fe in Littleton 

• Love the flyover at C-470, and access off of 470 onto Santa Fe 
o Northbound is in decent shape – flyover from Santa Fe southbound back to the east 

is great 
o If you are going west, the 470 improvement is great 
o Santa Fe NB entering WB 470, that has been a disaster in the past 
o Generally flows pretty well – Santa Fe flyover getting onto 25 NB is a huge 

bottleneck 
• Pre-covid with traffic, it flowed pretty well. Comes from Houston and Dallas  
• Hampden intersection  
• Target and Cosco own their own properties and Wine Gardens own the rest 
• They have the ability to approve or disapprove certain tenants – they don’t want that 

congestion near their buildings 
• Target 50mil per year store, Cosco is 125 mil per year – that’s a lot of customers 
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• Close to 30 tenants, 5 new tenants coming, medical building north of the river being 
built 

• Public improvement financing – PIF tax is collect for the city of Sheridan 
• Will send a contact list and site plan – can  
• Lou can provide information to the retail managers. 
• Important to think about how you get better access to the site for employers, 

employees and shopping – need to get pedestrians and cyclists across the corridor east 
and west.
