freeze first, so always slow down and avoid sudden changes

in speed or direction. You’re in the Driver’s Seat.

You’re not allowed to have any passenger under age 21 for the first

six months after getting your license - and then no more than

one until you've had a license for at least a year. Driving between midnight
and 5 a.m. is prohibited in the first year too. You’re in the Driver’s Seat.
