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TEEN DRIVING FACT SHEET

Teen facts for students to use for development of stories

General

· 16-year-old drivers have higher crash rates than any other age group. (Winter 2008)
· 16-year-olds are nearly three times more likely to be involved in a fatal crash than the average of all drivers. (Winter 2008)

· In Colorado, 43 people, ages 16-20, died in traffic crashes in 2007. (Winter 2008)

· Wearing backpacks while driving or riding is never recommended. Doing so puts you closer to the airbag and causes seat belts to fit improperly, increasing your chances of serious neck, back and head injuries, even death. (Fall 2008)
· Sixteen-year-old drivers have the highest crash involvement rate of any age group in Colorado and are nearly three times more likely to be involved in a fatal crash than the average of all other drivers. (Fall 2008)

· In 2006, nearly 80 percent of teen passengers who died in car crashes in Colorado were riding with teen drivers. (Fall 2008)

· Teen drivers represent nearly 6% of licensed Colorado drivers, but they account for more than 11% of all traffic deaths in the state. (Fall 2008)

· 16 year-old drivers have the highest crash involvement rates of any age group in Colorado and are nearly 3 times more likely to be involved in a fatal crash than the average of all other drivers. (Summer 2008)

· 64% of motor vehicle deaths among teens occurred when other teens were driving. (Summer 2008)

· 40% of fatal crashes involving teen drivers occur after dark. (Summer 2008)
· Motor vehicle crashes are the leading cause of death for young adults aged 15-20. (Winter 2007)

· Per mile, crash rates for teen drivers are four to eight times higher than adult drivers. (Winter 2007)

· 64% of motor vehicle deaths among teens occurred when other teens were driving. (Winter 2007)

· 40% of fatal crashes involving teen drivers occur after dark. (Winter 2007)

· One in every eight traffic deaths in Colorado in 2006 was a teen driver or passenger. (Fall 2007)

· Sixteen-year-old drivers have the highest crash involvement rate of any age group in Colorado and are nearly three times more likely to be involved in a fatal crash than the average of all other drivers. (Fall 2007)

· Seventy-one 15- to 20-year-olds died on Colorado roadways in 2006. (Fall 2007)

· In 2006, nearly 80 percent of teen passengers who died in car crashes in Colorado were riding with teen drivers. (Fall 2007)
