Between 2010 and 2012 (latest available year), the numbers and the rates
of injury and death have increased from 2010 to 2012:

® Overall fatal crashes - UP from 30,296 to 30,800

® Fatalities - UP from 32,999 to 33,561

® Injuries - UP from 2,239,000 to 2,362,000

® Fatality rate per million vehicle miles traveled - UP from 1.11 to 1.14
® Fatalities per day - UP from 90 to 92

The Center for Injury Research and Prevention at The
Children's Hospital of Philadelphia (CHOP)

has released redesigned child passenger safety charts that
provide valuable insight for child passenger safety technicians,
educators, researchers, and policymakers. Based on data
collected through CHOP's Partners for Child Passenger Safety
(PCPS) study, the charts have been graphically updated for use
in presentations and other educational settings. Each is
available in both PDF and PowerPoint format for easy use.

The update of the charts was made possible through generous
support from the Association of Global Automakers, which
represents international motor vehicle manufacturers, original
equipment suppliers, and other automotive-related trade
associations with a goal to create public policy that improves
motor vehicle safety, encourages technological innovation and
protects our planet.

Motor Vehicle Safety Strategies

A free 1-hour continuing education course for allied health, safety, and
education prof Is is available online that di research-
supported techniques to motivate 4-12 year-old children and their
parents to practice good child passenger safety in motor vehicles.
Course participants are taught to recognize when an education-focused

safety intervention approach is insufficient, and when and how to modify

their approach for more of a persuasive impact.

Two free downloadable toolkits are also showcased as example programs.

This course, "Keeping 4-12 Year-Olds in Boosters and Belts: Strategies
that Work," is appropriate for a wide range of professionals who work
with children and families, including physicians, nurses, public health
professionals, firefighters, first responders, law enforcement,
psychologists, social workers, teachers, and child care providers.

Registrants can earn 1 hour of CME, CEU, CNE, or CECH/CHES credits, or

print a course completion certificate. The course was developed by

How Do ... re-certify?

Recertification Requirements

CPS certification expires after two years. Technicians and Instructors are
required to successfully complete the recertification process before their
current certification expires.

Here is what you need to do to recertify:

Meet these requirements and record the activities in your online
profile.

* Conduct all five different types of seat checks.

* Participate in at least one community event (one checkup or
community workshop).

* Participate in at least six continuing education units (CEUs). As part
of ongoing quality assurance, you may be randomly

selected for a CEU audit. Keep proof of content and completion of
CEUs handy for three months after you recertify.

* You can monitor your audit status in your online profile. If you

are an instructor, complete 20 Certification/Certification

Renewal Course teaching hours.

* Pay the recertification fee. The recertification fee is $50 for
technicians and instructor candidates and $60 for instructors.
Check your online profile if you are not sure when your certification
expires.

You must complete all recertification requirements, including paying
the recertification fee, on or before the expiration date of your current
certification.
