


Colorado River Headwaters Byway 

Length: 69.0 mi / 111.0 km  
Time to Allow: at least 90 minutes to drive  
or three to six hours to enjoy this byway 

Dropping 1,700 feet in elevation from end to end,  
the Colorado River Headwaters Byway follows the  
Colorado River past reservoirs and  lush ranchlands, and through  
narrow canyons flanked by the railroad.  

Wildlife abounds and access to miles of public land offers year-round 
recreation and views of mountain landscapes and geology. 

                        The route follows the Colorado River west into Kremmling. Follow 
Colorado Highway 9 south until the Byway turns south on Grand County Road 
1, the Trough Road. The Trough Road is a well-maintained gravel road and is 
open year around, but is not suitable for buses or large RVs. The Byway ends at 
State Bridge on Colorado Highway 131.  

                              The Colorado River Headwaters Byway starts 
                           its eastern end in Grand Lake on US Highway 34. 
                        It follows the edge of the Three Lakes – Grand, 
                   Shadow Mountain and Granby – to the town of 
               Granby, where it catches up with US Highway 40.
